In a large saucepan heat the butter until foaming, then stir in the rice, making sure
the grains are coated in the butter. Slowly add the warm milk mixture a ladleful at a
time (without the cinnamon stick or vanilla pod) and cook until the milk is fully ab-
sorbed and the rice is cooked all the way through, about 15-20 minutes. When cooked,
stir in the sugar and créme fraiche and divide between four serving bowls. Place the
cooked plums over the rice pudding. Grate a little nutmeg and orange zest over each

pudding and serve.
