BC truckers push
for 'bare pavement
standard' on
Interior highways

Jack-knifed semis and shut-down sec-
tions of the Coquihalla Highway are
common features in the news this time of
year, but BC Trucking Association Presi-
dent Louise Yako is hopeful a crucial
change is on the way.

Yako wants a “bare pavement stan-
dard” to be added to the new mainte-
nance contracts, which have come up for
renewal.

“When maintenance companies are
clearing off the highways of snow and
ice, they have to get to bare pavement, as
opposed to leaving a layer of snow or ice
or grit,” she explains.

Yako is also calling for more participa-
tion by the province in feedback sessions.

“Unless the ministry hears those com-
ments directly from the users of the high-
ways, it’s hard for them to judge whether
the public and whether the trucking in-
dustry is satisfied with the service.”

She adds however that truckers un-
derstand no one can control mother na-
ture — and sometimes it’s not safe for
even maintenance crews to be out.

Yako says clear communication is es-
sential between drivers, trucking compa-
nies, and customers about the safest
decisions, particularly at a time of year
when there is huge demand for certain
goods and fully-stocked shelves.
