Merritt could be, and should be, an ex-
ample of a city that embraces diversity,
instead of being a city where politicians
make homophobic comments at city
council meetings, distance themselves
from the LGBTQ2S+ community, and
then expect the city’s support in running
for mayor.

Drought level 3, more 
water restrictions

The Ministry of Forests, Lands and 
Natural Resource Operations has noti-
fied the City of Merritt that the Drought 
Level in the Nicola region and the Cold-
water River Basin has been raised from 
Level 2 (Dry), to Level 3 (Very Dry).

The rivers’ stream Flow Percentile 
Rating now sits ‘Below Normal’ (10-25%)

So as of Wednesday, the City of Mer-
ritt has implementing further water re-
strictions, limiting watering to a maxi-
mum of 2 days per week. Residents with 
odd numbered addresses are permitted 
to water on Tues & Sat (Thurs has been 
removed), and residents with even num-
bered addresses are permitted to water 
on Mon & Fri (Wednesday has been re-
moved). No changes to the hours of wa-
tering, times remain 6-8am, and 7-10pm. 
Automatic irrigation systems may run 
12midnight-4am.
