Juniper House supportive housing opens soon
Juniper House, under construction for the past year at the edge of the downtown 

core, is an ASK Wellness initiative in partnership with BC Housing to provide a home 
with supports for those individuals living in the Nicola Valley who are looking for 
affordable and safe housing. The 27 suites will be filled with residents — assessed 
through a provincial tool for vulnerability and eligibility as directed by BC Housing 
— who are at risk of homelessness, active in their recovery, developmental disabled, 
looking for stability or seeking opportunities to be members of a community though 
volunteering or employment initiatives. The building consists of 19 studio suites, 8 
one bedroom suites, and 1 live-in caretaker suite. 

It was built with a Passive House Standard Design and relies on a super-insulat-
ed envelope to drastically reduce the need for heating and cooling, creating a fully 
self-sustaining building with much lower utility costs than ordinary construction. 
There are triple-pane windows, high-performance heat recovery and ventilation, and 
a virtually air-tight building envelope with a thermal bridge-free design.
