Referendum on 
electoral reform

The deadline to request a voting pack-
age is  midnight Nov. 23. Eligible voters 
that haven’t received a voting package 
can get one: at elections.bc.ca/ovr, 1-800-
661-8683, and at a Service BC Centre. 
Completed voting packages must be re-
ceived by 4:30pm Nov 30. As of Nov 16, 
approx. 597,300 ballot packages have 
been returned (18% of registered voters). 
Elections BC is assessing the full impact 
of rotating strikes at Canada Post and 
considering extending this deadline. Whether or not the deadline is extended, Elections 
BC encourages voters to return their completed voting package as soon as possible.
