Funding for Lower 
Nicola Waterworks

The TNRD Board approved the ex-
penditure of up to $100,000 from Federal 
Gas Tax revenues to assist Lower Nicola 
Waterworks District in completing well-
head protection for the Lower Nicola 
Waterworks system.

The Lower Nicola community wa-
ter system is owned and operated by the 
Lower Nicola Waterworks District. Fresh-
et levels in spring 2018 compromised the 
wellhead that supplies the system, and as 
a result the community was without a po-
table water source until levels receded. The 
project is comprised of raising the wellhead 
to a pitless type, to protect the water sup-
ply during future high water events, and is 
estimated at approximately $200,000.

The contribution will be provided 
from the allocations of Beautiful Nico-
la Valley-North Area “M” $50,000; and 
Beautiful Nicola Valley - South Area “N” 
$50,000, championed by directors Herb 
Graham & David Laird.
