Fatal crash closes 
Coquihalla Hwy

The Coquihalla Highway remained 
closed in both directions late Thursday 
night after a serious multi-vehicle crash.

The collision, reportedly 3 vehicles, oc-
curred near Merritt around 6pm. At least 
one person died, according to reports, 
and several others were seriously hurt.

Numerous emergency vehicles were 
called to the scene, including two heli-
copters, as crews worked to tend to the 
injured.

“We heard from everyone here that it 
was a very brutal scene,” one passerby is 
reported to have said. 

There is no indication about what 
caused the fatal crash, but conditions on 
the Coquihalla at the time were report-
edly poor, as heavy rain and fog made 
for a slick roadway with low visibility.

The highway was reopened around 1am. 

Take-home drug 
checking kits

Merritt is taking part in a new re-
search project providing people who use 
substances with take-home drug check-
ing kits to determine if people can use 
them safely on their own.

Clients will receive 5 free test strips, 
with instructions, to take home so they 
can check whether their substances pos-
sibly contain fentanyl, the toxin contam-
inating the illegal drug supply, which 
was responsible for approx. 87% of illicit 
drug overdose deaths in 2018 in BC.

The test strips were originally devel-
oped to check urine for the presence of 
fentanyl but in July 2016 in light of the 
overdose crisis, VCH pioneered the use 
of the strips to check the drugs them-
selves for fentanyl. A small amount of a 
drug is mixed with a few drops of water, 
the test strip is inserted into the solution, 
and a positive or negative for fentanyl is 
revealed within seconds.

The take-home kits are available in 
Merritt from ASK Wellness. Other com-
munities are also involved in the study: 
Vancouver, Kamloops, Cranbrook, Nel-
son, Kelowna, Penticton and Vernon.
