Yesterday, the City of Merritt issued a 
Request For Proposal for qualified & ex-
perienced firms to submit a proposal to 
create the Merritt Cycling Network Plan. 
This is the next step after the news last 
week that the grant for the plan had been 
awarded from Bike BC.

The goal is to make “active transpor-
tation” a more viable & attractive option 
for commuting, doing business, and rec-
reating. The Merritt Cycling Network 
Plan will provide specific detail regard-
ing what measures the City can take to 
achieve the goal.

The idea is to design bicycle routes, 
pathways and other infrastructure inte-
grated with the municipal and regional 
roadway network, pathways, park sys-
tems and transit services while minimiz-
ing conflict between cyclists & motorists, 
as well as proposing active transporta-
tion facilities & amenities in strategic lo-
cations — all with associated costing.
