“I’m shaken by what 
I’ve heard,” Mayor B.

It may have been a misunderstanding 
of the nature of the project by the neigh-
bourhood, but Mayor Brown said at the 
end of a very long meeting last evening, 
that she has been “shaken” by some of the 
Spring Bank neighbours’ comments about 
criminal elements, low-income rentals, 
and basically a derelection of the neigh-
bourhood if the Nicola Native Lodge proj-
ect was approved.

And it’s hard to argue against a project 
for housing elders & families that has been 
a demonstrated need & a project in the 
works in this community for 50 years. A 
project that is a joint venture between the 
5 local Bands, and one that will be funded 
to the tune of $14 million by BC Housing 
and the Aboriginal Housing Management 
Assoc., with operational support for 60 
years from the Province. And it has been 
designed by the same architect as Juniper 
House, and will be another state-of-the-
art building for our community. It has also 
been endorsed by the Attorney General 
& Minister responsible for housing Da-
vid Eby with a promise of a geotechnical 
study before the project goes ahead.

Council voted 4 (Luck, Fehr, Chris-
topherson, Brown) to 3 (Bhangu, Etchart, 
White) to approve the project, however 
with an amendment to rezone to R7 (me-
dium density) instead of R8 (high densi-
ty), which was also a consession by the 
developer.

IHA takes over 
operation of 
The Florentine

With the Florentine’s Covid-19 out-
break just declared over on Friday, In-
terior Health announced yesterday that 
a full-time administrator has been ap-
pointed to manage the day-to-day long-
term care operations at the facility. 

After regular inspections by Interior 
Health’s Licensing and Quality depart-
ment, Medical Health Officer Dr. Carol 
Fenton determined the operator of The 
Florentine was unable to meet the leg-
islated standards of care for residents. A 
‘diligent & thorough’ review found that the operator was “not meeting expectations 
defined in the provincial Community Care and Assisted Living Act.” It said The Flo-
rentine has ongoing challenges with its site leadership, care planning, staff education 
and training, and reporting. 

Effective immediately, and for a period of 4 months, the new IHA administrator 
will be responsible for the operation and management of the care home, including: 
care planning and delivery; site management; staff recruitment, orientation and ed-
ucation; developing and implementing policies and procedures; overall compliance 
with the legislated standards of care. The administrator will report directly to the IHA 
Board Chair.

Water/sewer will be extended to Gateway 86
Last evening, City Council approved the 1st, 2nd & 3rd readings of the bylaws 

that will enable the borrowing of $7,554,000, the estimated cost for the extension of 
services to 2 projects that  comprise Gateway 286 — the Old Visitor Centre owned by 
Spayum Developments, and Palomina Estates owned by Bill Vander Zalm.

That decision doesn’t 
need approval by the elec-
tors, and the costs will be 
recovered by a local ser-
vice tax, a parcel tax on the 
affected properties, and 
amortized over 30 years.

Council also voted to 
take the Palomino Estates 
project to a public hearing, 
so watch for details.
