Construction begun on Barkman plant
What started as a small hardware store that went on to produce concrete septic 

tanks in Steinbach, Manitoba, has grown into a company that produces a diverse 
line of precast concrete products with over 200 employees across 3 manufacturing 
locations.  As a Canadian family-owned company, Barkman is proud and excited to 
announce the next major milestone in the company’s history.

Wood burning stoves

Thank you for posting my petition, I 
know it’s controversial but nevertheless 
necessary. The Conversation, a Canadian 
publication, has a new article on the ef-
fects of air pollution on our health. We 
live in a High Sensitivity Smoke Zone 
area in the Nicola Valley, confirmed by 
meteorologist Gavin King in Kamloops. 
Yet, every winter over 100 wood stoves 
begin burning day and night, some peo-
ple throw garbage in them. And then the 
Spring debris burning begins, often on 
“no burn days” in violation of the Pro-
vincial Open Burning Bylaws.

Merritt council is trying to implement 
a stove exchange program they can’t 
enforce and many will not use because 
of costs. The CSA stoves still emit small 
particulate matter and many toxic chem-
icals. Stoves emit more carbon in two 
days than a vehicle in a whole year. 

This is a province-wide air pollution 
problem largely overlooked by govern-
ments. Wood stoves should never be 
used in communities and only reserved 
for dire power outages, where that 
would be a concern — especially when 
lung health is so important, to our chil-
dren, seniors and COVID survivors. 

I now have over 260 signatures, 
reaching for 500 when my petition will 
be eligible to be read before the House 
of Commons. Thank you, Darlene Deutch

Snowfall warning 
for Coquihalla

Environment Canada issued a snow-
fall warning last evening, for 15 to 20 cm 
snow expected. An active frontal system 
is sliding down the BC Coast and will 
impact the south coast this morning.

With an ideal southwesterly flow, 
ample moisture and relatively low snow 
levels, the Coquihalla Summit is expect-
ed to get snow, heavy at times, starting 
mid Friday morning and continuing into 
Friday night. Snow tires are legislated 
for the Coquihalla Hwy until the end of 
April. They are also forecasting tempera-
tures of 20+ °C for mid next week.

Covid-19 variants, 
vaccines, shut-downs 
& relief grants

985,001 doses of Pfizer-BioNTech, 
Moderna and AstraZeneca-SII COVID-19 
vaccines have been administered in B.C., 
87,564 of which are second doses. People 
65 and older, Indigenous peoples 18 and 
over, and individuals who have received 
their ‘clinically extremely vulnerable’ let-
ter may register now.

There are currently 3,776 confirmed 
COVID-19 cases that are variants of con-
cern in our province. This data will be 
updated once whole genome sequencing 
has been completed. Of the total cases, 
104 are active and the remaining people 
have recovered. This includes 2,842 cas-
es of the B.1.1.7 (U.K.) variant, 51 cases 
of the B.1.351 (South Africa) variant and 
883 cases of the P.1 (Brazil) variant.

Starting Monday, when the public 
health investigation determines that 
transmission has occurred at the work-
place, an order may be issued closing 
the workplace for 10 days or longer to 
stop the transmission. In the case of com-
plex workplaces (e.g., large construc-
tion sites), the closure may be restricted 
to those parts of the workplace where 
transmission has occurred.

The new Circuit Breaker Business Re-
lief Grant will provide affected business-
es with up to $10,000 in one-time funding 
to help with expenses like rent, insur-
ance, employee wages, maintenance and 
utilities. The grant can also help cover 
unexpected costs that resulted from the 
restrictions, such as the purchase of per-
ishable goods.
