At last evening's meeting, City Coun-
cil decided to give a '"positive’ recom-
mendation to the Liquor & Cannabis
Regulation Branch that a Non-Medical
Cannabis Retail Store Licence be issued
to Unity Cannabis for 2012 Quilchena
Ave., in the Adelphi Hotel. Voting in
opposition were Councillors Melvina
White & Adam Etchart.

City staff admitted that, because of a
restriction of proximity to a childcare fa-
cility, "someone is going to feel screwed".
That's because at the time Quilchena
Cannabis applied, they were told they
couldn't be in the 2000 block of Quilche-
na because of Merritt Youth & Family
Resource's current location, and had to
settle for the 1900 block. Ironically MY-
FRS had a lapsed development applica-
tion VERY close to that new location.

Pick-up truck starts 7 fires along Hwy 8

On Sunday, July 18, at 8:58pm, the Merritt RCMP, along with the Merritt Fire Dept,
Lower Nicola Fire Dept & BC Wildfire Service attended 7 fires along Hwy 8, between
Johnny’s on the Rez & Juniper Dr. They are believed to have been sparked by a vehi-
cle travelling through the area, an older model F150, rusted with pieces hanging off it.
The vehicle drove from Aberdeen Rd. in Lower Nicola, east through Merritt.

The Merritt RCMP temporarily evacuated several houses out of an abundance
of caution. There have been no reports of property damage. This could have ended
much worse had the fires not been quickly extinguished, said Sgt Joshua Roda, Op-
erations NCO Merritt RCMP. Crews remained on scene until midnight. Hwy. 8 was
closed in both directions for more than an hour as the fires were extinguished.

State of Emergency

The govt has declared a provincial
state of emergency to support the prov-
incewide response to the ongoing wild-
fire situation, starting today.

As of yesterday, there were 299 wild-
fires burning, with 40 evacuation orders
affecting approx. 5724 people (2862 prop-
erties), 69 evacuation alerts impacting
approx. 32,076 people (16,038 proper-
ties). The extended weather forecast calls
for continued hot & dry conditions, with
heightened wind activity.

More than 3180 firefighters and re-
source staff are currently actively en-
gaged in fighting fires in all fire regions
in the province, including 1080 contrac-
tors and 135 out-of-province resources.

In the coming days, federal personnel
and resources will be arriving in BC to
assist with wildfire efforts.
