
Vera the boxer has been running scared for 5 weeks. 
Originally she went missing from the Peachland area 

where her owners/people rehomed her, and shortly thereafter she ran scared from 
her new home. Confused and left with strangers Vera has been running scared ever 
since. 

Two lovely ladies local to that area had started tracking Vera in hopes of getting 
her safe. After almost a month of having eyes on her by neighborhood security cam-
eras in the Peachland/West Kelowna area, Vera was still too scared to approach any-
one. Shannon and Clair set up feeding stations to keep her alive and entice her. Out of 
desperation they sought help, and Angels Animal Rescue reached out. 

We lent them our very humane and safe live trap. Over 18 years of being Angels 
we’ve been successful at safely trapping many very scared dogs, to then either be 
reunited with the people that love them or rehabilitated and re-homed into caring 
responsible families. Vera was safely trapped after 3 days of it being set, at approxi-
mately 3am in the West Kelowna region. But sadly, she is now in another new-to-her 
area and running scared once again, because almost as soon as she arrived she es-
caped out of shear fear.  It has been 5 days, we have not had any sitings; we need eyes 
on her so we can attempt trapping this poor scared girl again. 

Vera is now missing from the Sunshine Valley area, Highway 8 between Merritt 
and Spences Bridge. But a scared running dog can travel far. She could be in any of 
the surrounding areas: Lower Nicola, Spences Bridge, Ashcroft, Logan Lake, could be 
seen near Hwy 8, Hwy 1 even the Coquihalla by now. We are at a loss and so very sad 
for this dog. Just want to get her safe but we need eyes on her.
