Wildfire activity will
continue through Aug.

Seasonal and above-seasonal tem-
peratures forecast for the second half of
summer will sustain current wildfire ac-
tivity, with new wildfire starts expected.
During the past 7 days, there were 154
new fires. The majority of these — 121 —
are being held, are out or are under con-
trol. Nearly three-quarters of these new
fires — 112 — were caused by lightning.

As of Aug. 3, there were 91 active
wildfires throughout the province. 6 are
wildfires of note; 4 of the wildfires of
note are located in the Kamloops Fire
Centre and 2 are in the Southeast Fire
Centre Region.

This year, 528 wildfires have burned a
total of 22,000 hectares in BC.

August 5, 1922 Plague of
grasshoppers

"The rain has somewhat lessened the
plague of grasshoppers which visited
Merritt over the week-end, the like of
which is not remembered by the oldest
old-timers. The very sky appeared black
with them. For three straight days it lit-
erally snowed grasshoppers — all ap-
parently making for one direction, down
the valley. The insects are enormous size,
and fly with the rapidity of a bird, and
after nearly a week the number is only
lessened by a few odd millions, which
do not count in a mass that is absolutely
impossible to estimate in numbers. The
side-walks, roads, and the sides of build-
ings have been thick with them. Vege-
table gardens have been eaten into, one
householder reporting great damage to
