
Fatal crash on Coq
Just after 6am Monday, in the south-

bound lanes of Hwy 5 near Comstock, a 
slow-moving commercial transport truck 
was rear-ended by a second commercial 
transport truck that subsequently caught 
fire, as well as the grass median between 
the northbound and southbound lanes.

The driver of the slower-moving 
transport truck, from Edmonton, was  
not injured in the crash.

The driver of the second transport 
truck, from Winnipeg, was trapped and 
died as a result of the collision. The 
co-driver in the second transport truck, 
also from Winnipeg, extricated himself 
from the cab but not before sustaining 
serious, life-threatening injuries.

Hwy 5 was closed in both directions 
for about 2 hours due to the intensity 
of the fire, which completely consumed 
the second transport truck. Access to the 
scene for investigation was hampered 
due to the fire re-igniting. The Merritt 
Fire Department and BC Wildfire Service 
were onsite to monitor the fire.

The fire didn’t spread beyond its 
boundaries and the northbound lanes 
were later opened while the southbound 
lanes remained closed most of the day as 
police investigated and crews removed 
debris from the crash.

The cause of the crash remains under 
investigation. Anyone with info regard-
ing this collision, including dashboard 
camera video, is asked to contact BC
