Veterans memorial 
monument at Shulus

With the help of federal grant funding 
and community generosity, a new Nico-
la Valley First Nations veterans memo-
rial will be erected just down the street 
from the current boulder at the Catholic 
church in Shulus.

77 names will be inscribed into the 
new 8-ft tall granite memorial, honour-
ing veterans who fought in every major 
conflict of the 20th century. Indigenous 
soldiers from across Canada volunteered 
to fight, though the government didn’t 
recognize them as citizens.

The new monument is expected to be 
completed next Spring.

Open burning prohi-
bition extended

The BC Wildfire Service will be extend-
ing the Cat. 2 & 3 open fire prohibition 
throughout the Kamloops Fire Centre’s 
jurisdiction, which was set to expire on 
Oct. 15. It is being extended to help pre-
vent human-caused wildfires and protect 
public safety due to continued unseason-
ably warm and dry conditions, and will 
remain in effect until 12 noon, Oct. 28.

These categories include fireworks, 
sky lanterns, burn barrels or cages of any 
size or description, except when used 
for a campfire as defined by the Wildfire 
Reg.; and binary exploding targets.

Plum cornbread
4-6 plums, sliced (or more)
3 tablespoons sugar
1/2 stick melted butter, plus extra for 

baking pan
3/4 cup all-purpose flour
1 cup yellow cornmeal
2 tsps baking powder
3 tablespoons sugar
1/2 tsp kosher salt
1 cup milk
3 tablespoons honey
1 tsp vanilla extract
2 eggs

In a small bowl, combine plums & 
sugar and let sit at room temp for 30 min.

Preheat the oven to 350° F. Butter an 
8" cast iron skillet or an 8"x8" square bak-
ing pan. In a large mixing bowl, combine 
all of the dry ingredients. 

In another mixing bowl, combine all 
the wet ingredients and whisk to thor-
oughly combine. Make a well in the dry 
ingredients and pour the wet ingredients 
into the well. Mix gently to combine. 
When the mixture has just come together, 
transfer it to the prepared skillet or baking 
pan. Sprinkle the plums in an even layer 
over the top of the batter. Bake in the pre-
heated oven for 25-30 min-. Remove from 
the oven and let cool before cutting. Serve 
topped with vanilla ice cream.
