"McLaughlin said the Crown de-
cided against a retrial as three new pa-
thologist reports examining the original
evidence and Klassen's file supported the
conclusion the forensic evidence at trial
must now be regarded as inconclusive
and, therefore, insufficient to support a
conviction.

He said the BCPS in the past year re-
viewed the file materials in light of the
new forensic opinions obtained between
2019 and 2020.

'That review is now complete and
BCPS has concluded that the charge
against Mr. Klassen no longer meets the
standards required pursuant to Crown
policy to proceed with a prosecution,’
McLaughlin said." — KTW
