Merri� - 2023 Homeless Count 

For the purpose of this count, an individual 
was defined as experiencing homelessness if 
they did not have a place of their own where 
they paid rent and could expect to stay
for at least 30 days. This included people who:
• Stayed overnight on the night of the count 

in homeless shelters, including transi�on 
houses for women fleeing violence and 
youth safe houses, people with no fixed 
address (NFA) staying temporarily in 
hospitals, jails or detox facili�es (defined 
as “sheltered”); and,

• Stayed outside in alleys, doorways, 
parkades, parks and vehicles or were 
staying temporarily at someone else’s 
place (couch surfing) and/or using 
homelessness services (defined as 
“unsheltered”).

The 2023 PiT Count took place in Merri� on 
the evening of March 14 and the day�me of 
March 15.

In the 2020 PiT Count, 33% of respondents 
reported experiencing homelessness for the 
first �me as a youth, and 4% of respondents 
were youth at the �me of the survey. It is 
important to consider that youth are one of 
several popula�on groups o�en 
underreported in this methodology. 

In the 2020 PiT Count, 74% of respondents 
iden�fied as Indigenous. 

This year, the PiT Survey asked respondents if 
they, a parent, or grandparent a�ended 
residen�al school. The Indigenous 
Homelessness Steering Commi�ee and the 
Indian Residen�al School Survivors Society 
were instrumental in helping create this 
ques�on and provide resources for 
respondents and interviewers to stay safe. 

67 People were iden�fied as 
experiencing homelessness 
compared to 43 in 2020.
