Dike walking path 
adjacent Public

There will be no public access at the 
end of Quilchena Ave, along the river, 
and up to the intersection of Main St. and 
Canford Ave., due to Flood Mitigation 
Repairs in the area.

The public should expect increased 
traffic along major roads in the City, 
along Quilchena and Main, as well as in 
and around the Public Works Yard.

 The BC Lung Foundation has part-
nered with The Pacific Institute on Patho-
gens, Pandemics and Society (PIPPS) 
to develop an inexpensive & efficient 
DIY air cleaners to improve indoor air 
quality — from fire smoke or airborne  
pathogens. 

For communities who have not been 
able to have access to their workshops, 
they also have video & simple written 
instructions on building your own air 
cleaner. The shopping list includes a box 
fan ($50), a MERV-13 filter ($25), duct 
tape, and a few simple tools.

They 
help to protect communities during 
emergencies by providing crucial sup-
port to first responders and ensuring a 
unified and efficient response to crises.

The Province is providing approxi-
mately $1.4 million to 29 BC communities 
for emergency preparedness, including 
new supplies for local EOCs and training 
exercises to support staff and increase ef-
ficiency.
