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Claybanks erosion
project now delayed
by a year

The $9.4 million project to implement
erosion protection on Claybanks — and
the properties along Fir Ave — has been
delayed this week, for completion in De-
cember 2025 instead of Dec 2024 due to
permitting delays.

The project includes works to miti-
gate erosion and flooding risks along the
Coldwater River, approx. 200m down-
stream from the Middlesboro bridge. It
will address erosion and bank stability
caused by the November 2021 ARE (at-
mospheric river event).

Just downstream of the site, the river
previously meandered along the right
bank dike, and during the ARE flood the
meander filled with sediment, causing a
channel avulsion to cut through the me-
ander.

At the site, the thalweg ("the line de-
fining the lowest points along the length
of a river bed, whether underwater or
not") was pushed to the base of the steep
clay cliffs, which increased the risk of
bank destabilization.

Bank failure would damage the homes
of residents along Fir Ave. It would also
create channel avulsion and sediment
deposits which would reduce channel
capacity. And any fine grained material
that is deposited would negatively im-
pact fish habitat & vegetation.

City of Merritt, Ministry of Environ-
ment and Climate Change Strategy, and
Associated Engineering are partners in
the project.
