Luckily the niggling started as soon as 
she hung up, and the next call was to her 
credit card company, then police. Cards 
were cancelled, a police file was started 
and our suspicious scam target was able 
to stop any funds from being withdrawn.

Then early this week, "That woman 
had the audacity to call me again! NEV-
ER answer 778-503-0472". An accompa-
nying email asked her to "Verify your 
identity", which she advises not to open.
