The text message includes a Canada logo,
a Canadian flag and the RCMP logo in
an attempt to deceive the person receiv-
ing this fake text. Other similar scams in-
cludes notices from the Canada Revenue
Agency (CRA), BC Hydro, Canada Post
and banking institutions.

"Scammers have gone to great lengths
to create this message that looks like a le-
gitimate notification, but don’t be fooled
and delete the message immediately",
says Sgt. Laura Pollock, Kelowna RCMP
Media Relations Officer. "The RCMP
will never ask for personal information
through a text message or email".

If you are the victim of a fraud or
scam please call your RCMP detachment
immediately to report it and contact the
Canadian Anti-Fraud Centre.
