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Upper Nicola Band to 
vote on AI data centre

The Upper Nicola Band initiated a 
survey to determine if UNB Members 
are in favour of proceeding with negoti-
ations regarding leasing a portion of Lot 
87, Nicola Lake IR 1 for an AI-based data 
centre project to iTel Networks Inc. and 
Bell Canada Enterprises Inc.

The proposed data centre is 1 of 6 that 
Bell Canada is working on in the area – 3 
in Kamloops, 1 in Merritt, and 2 more at 
still-undisclosed locations.

The voting starts online today, with 
in-person voting on July 7. Voters will be 
asked: "Are you in favor of Upper Nico-
la Holdings Limited Partnership leasing 
approx. 100-150 acres of land on Lot 87, 
IR1 Nicola Lake, to iTel Networks Inc. 
and Bell Canada Enterprises Inc. for the 
purpose of constructing and operating 
an AI Based Data Centre Project?"

The final 2 of the 5 info sessions will be 
held June 25 & 30, with a Zoom option.

The proposed land is 100-150 acres 
on lot 87 that will not be used by the so-
lar project. The data centre project rep-
resents an investment of $500 million, 
and would take 2 years to construct. Em-
ployment during construction is estimat-
ed at 2000 jobs at all levels; and during 
operations, estimated at 200 or more.

A key factor in the location is the BC 
Hydro substation. In order to accom-
modate the project, as much as 300 MW 
per annum of electrical energy would be 
required. BC Hydro has provided initial 
confirmation that the Nicola Substation 
has the electrical capacity.
