Interior Health is warning about the 
'down' supply being unpredictable — 
containing carfentanil, medetomidine 
and benzodiazepines. 

All colors  of chunks, pebbles, pow-
ders being sold as 'Down', 'Dope', 'Tranq', 
or 'Fentanyl' pose a very high risk of 
overdose; dizziness, confusion, or falls; 
nausea, amnesia, sleepiness, nodding 
out for a long time. High concentrations 
of opioids and medetomidine as well as 
multiple new benzodiazepines increase 
risk. Medetomidine can cause breath-
ing and heart rate to slow down, which 
makes overdoses more complicated and 
last longer. Medetomidine is potentially 
dangerous to the heart. The combination 
of opioids, benzodiazepines and medeto-
midine can lead to significant sedation. 
Overdose symptoms may last beyond 
administration of naloxone.

New name for 
Surrey Lk resort
nʔiyecin e ʔisweł

CNA acquired the 9.22-acre off-grid 
property in 2024, formerly Wildlings Re-
sort at Surrey Lake, and previous to that, 
Surrey Lake Fishing Resort. It includes 
a main house, several cabins, a wash-
house, solar-diesel power systems, water 
wells, storage buildings, lake access and 
open areas for recreation and gathering. 

The property has now been officially 
renamed:  nʔiyecin e ʔisweł. Which means 
‘where the loons sound really well’ in 
nɬeʔkepmxcin. It speaks directly to the 
presence of the lake and the calls that 
carry across it, reflecting how the place 
has been experienced, remembered, and 
spoken of by Nlaka'pamux people over 
generations. It comes from deep knowl-
edge of the land.

By speaking and sharing traditional 
place names, CNA is supporting lan-
guage revitalization while also reinforc-
ing the understanding that  nɬeʔkepmxcin 
remains a living language, an expression 
of identity and connection. It ensures 
that the knowing continues.

The property will be used for special 
events for members and communities.
