Legislative changes 
for BC Timber Sales

The Province has introduced legisla-
tive amendments to the Forest Act and 
Forest and Range Practices Act, which 
empower BC Timber Sales (BCTS) to 
improve access to fibre, create more op-
portunities for loggers and contractors, 
deepen partnerships with First Nations 
and strengthen its stewardship role in 
B.C.’s forests.

These legislative amendments are ex-
pected to increase B.C.’s fibre supply by 
as much as 17,700 truck loads, or 800,000 
cubic metres.

An expanded range of contract op-
portunities will now be auctioned by 
BCTS and available for contractors and 
value-added mills to increase fibre avail-
ability and support good jobs for work-
ers. These contracts will support a variety 
of forest stewardship and fibre-gener-
ating activities, including: commercial 
thinning, wildfire risk reduction, projects 
with First Nations and community part-
ners, salvage of damaged trees, and new 
fibre opportunities.

Todd Chamberlain, general manag-
er of Interior Loggers Assoc. said: “The 
ILA strongly supports the BCTS review 
and proposed legislative updates. These 
changes are critical to providing con-
tractors with the stability they need to 
invest in their workforce, modernize 
equipment and sustain the communities 
that depend on forestry. They also create 
important opportunities — through un-
developed timber sales and fire-salvage 
— to manage our timber resources in an 
environmentally responsible way.”

Lenny Joe, CEO, BC First Nations Forestry Council said: “The Forestry Council 
supports the current BCTS legislative amendments, as they align with First Nations’ 
long-term stewardship and enable more flexibility within the program. The legisla-
tion emphasizes full-rotation management and stronger accountability. These chang-
es are a positive first step toward rebuilding social licence, and we look forward to 
BCTS better reflecting the needs of First Nations and forestry communities.”

The Lilac Conspiracy
The Lilac Conspiracy was formed in 2003, in Merritt. The group, primarily resident artists,
designers, educators & publishers, wanted to increase the awareness of the heritage lilac
bushes which are abundant in the Nicola Valley. These were brought west by settlers, and
planted when Europeans first came to the valley, from the mid-1800s to 1911 when Merritt
was incorporated as a city. The heritage lilacs consist primarily of the common lilac 
(Syringa vulgaris), dark purple, and double white varieties.

Over the years, the Lilac Conspiracy has provided lilac slips from heritage plants, by
donation, as an incentive to propagate them & continue the old stocks in the community.

Lilac Festivals in Merritt
The first lilac festival was held in 2004, in mid-May when the lilacs were bursting with colour
& fragrance in Merritt. It was an art & music event in a heritage warehouse in the down-
town area — a huge success with a Bohemian style. The event appealed to those who love
the flowers & enjoy art. Festivals were held each year until 2008, but ‘lilac awareness’ has
continued to be promoted through art posters during lilac time, and more recently at the
Baillie House Garden Fest.

The Merritt Lilac P  roject
The Merritt Lilac Project began in 2005 with Bill Vander Zalm donating well-started 4'-5' lilac
trees to the citizens of Merritt. Since that time, more than 5,000 lilacs have been planted in
our community, thanks to his generosity. With this gift, the variety of lilac trees is greatly en-
hanced, extending the blooming season by at least 2 weeks. The bushes are young still, but
continue thrive in our climate. They are an investment that will mature in the years to come!
