Snow survey & 
water supply

According to  the Min. of Water, Land 
& Resource Stewardship's Snow Survey 
and Water Supply Bulletin, the Nicola ba-
sin received 51% of normal snowpack 
this winter. That's down 29% from last 
year, when we were at 80% of normal.

Areas with below normal snowpack, 
particularly in the southern Interior and 
coastal regions, show early concerns for 
drought conditions potentially amplify-
ing into spring and summer.

The other driest areas in the prov-
ince include the Okanagan with 58% of 
normal snowpack, the South Coast with 
57%, Vancouver Island with 44%, and 
Skagit with 26%. The Nechako and Peace 
are at 136%. For the rest, the snowpack 
has near normal provincial conditions.

April 1 represents the benchmark sur-
vey for assessing seasonal hazards, as 
appro. 97% of the annual snowpack has 
typically accumulated.

Below normal runoff is forecast for 
several southern Interior systems, in-
cluding Nicola Lake (41-62%), and Nico-
la River (54-58%) — well below normal 
snowpack and antecedent conditions. 
These basins are expected to have re-
duced seasonal water supply and in-
creased susceptibility to drought condi-
tions through the spring and summer.

Quilchena Crk fire
The Quilchena Creek grass wildfire 

is now under control, with 808 hectares 
burned, the majority within the bound-
aries of LNIB's Hamilton Creek IR #7.

The additional growth that occurred 
on this incident since it was originally 
considered Being Held at 150 hectares 
is not due to increased or aggressive fire 
behaviour, suppression efforts or chal-
lenges to suppression efforts, but due 
to traditional cultural burning practices 
being conducted adjacent to the incident.
