
Nearly 100k/hr over 
the speed limit

A 29-year-old Coldstream man spent 
a week without his car after being 
stopped for speeding well over the limit 
on Highway 97C. On April 1, at 2:25pm, 
a black Dodge Challenger was stopped 
going eastbound near Elkhart, when a 
BC Highway Patrol radar recorded a 
speed of 207 km/h.

“That’s obviously a dangerous speed, 
and nowhere near the already-generous 
speed limit,” says Corporal Michael Mc-
Laughlin. “This traffic stop was made 
even more dangerous because the driver 
failed to pull over to the right.”

When the driver stopped on the left 
of the divided highway, he put himself 
and the police officer in the path of the 
fastest (and most dangerous) traffic on 
the road. Luckily, other motorists slowed 
down and moved over when they saw 
the flashing police lights.

The driver received: A ticket for ex-
cessive speed (over 60 km/h), section 
148(1) of the BC Motor Vehicle Act, with 
a fine of $483; The cost of a tow truck and 
a 7-day impound at his expense; At least 
3 years of high-risk driver premiums and 
escalating insurance that will bring the 
total costs to about $2,500.

“We would like to remind drivers to 
slow down. And if you do get stopped 
by police, remember to pull to the curb 
lane...” says Corporal McLaughlin.

Province encouraging

As warming weather raises the risk of 
climate-related emergencies, the Province 
is urging people to prepare for potential 
spring flooding, drought and wildfires.

A 
grab-and-go bag is a small emergency 
kit that is easy to take with you, in case 
you need to leave right away. It's a good 
idea to make grab-and-go bags for your 
home, workplace and vehicle.

Also a good time to check existing 
emergency kit supplies and replace ex-
pired items — food and medications.

When evacuation orders are issued 
by local govts and First Nations, Emer-
gency Support Services (ESS) can pro-
vide short-term supports for people who 
need help meeting their basic needs, 
such as accommodation, food and cloth-
ing. People are encouraged to create an 
ESS profile now, before there is an emer-
gency, to make it quicker and easier to 
access support during an evacuation. 

Info about current emergencies, in-
cluding evacuation orders, alerts and 
recommended actions, will be available 
on EmergencyInfoBC.ca and on X and 
Facebook @EmergencyInfoBC. This re-
source is updated 24 hours a day. 

Having home or tenant insurance re-
mains one of the best ways for people to 
financially protect themselves during an 
emergency. It covers the cost of repairing 
your home, replacing your belongings, 
cover accommodation and other expens-
es if you are placed under an evacuation 
order.
