
Nicola Mining now 
listed on NASDAQ

As of last week, Craigmont's Nicola 
Mining made an offering on the Nasdaq  
Capital Market of 930,233 American De-
positary Shares (ADS), set at $6.45 US 
each — netting them $6 million.

They intend on using the net proceeds 
from the offering for mill expansion, 
property, plant and equipment expendi-
tures and as working capital.

It is also listed on the TSX Venture 
and Frankfurt Exchanges. It has signed 
Mining and Milling Profit Share Agree-
ments with high-grade BC-based gold 
projects. The mill can process both gold 
and silver mill feed.
