"Al wildfire images often look more
dramatic than reality. If something feels
a little too perfect, take a second look"
that's according to the BC Wildfire Ser-
vice.

They point to an Al-generated image
that was recently shared online, falsely
claimed to be from them.

In the photo, the helicopter looks
pasted in, and there’s no clear carrier
name or identifying details. The smoke
forms an oversized, dramatic column. If
you zoom in, the people look vague and
inconsistent. The image feels cinematic
and staged rather than like a real photo
taken on scene.

As wildfire activity increases, you can
expect to see more fake images online.
They can create false impressions of inci-
dents and make it harder to understand
what’s really happening.

For real images and reliable infor-
mation, check official sources, like the
BCWS social media channels and mobile
app. Turn to trusted local or regional
news outlets instead of social media pag-
es posting frequent Al-generated con-
tent. Take a moment to look critically for
clues that an image may not be real.
